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On 9 December 2005 a series of  exciting events marked the 
groundbreaking of  the signature bridge that will be named for 
Margaret Hunt Hill. Designed by world-renowned architect  
and artist Santiago Calatrava, this bridge will be the þrst of  
several new landmarks deþning Dallasõ future skyline. 

The Margaret Hunt Hill Bridge will connect the Woodall 
Rodgers Freeway in Downtown Dallas to West Dallasõ 
Singleton Boulevard, relieving trafþc congestion in central 
Dallas and connecting the communities. Its innovative design 
rises 400 feet high as it crosses the Trinity River, creating a 
dramatic view for park visitors and encouraging economic 
development in the area.

The Trinity Trust sponsored the þrst public celebration of  the 
bridgeõs groundbreaking at the Meyerson Symphony Center. 
Beginning with the Cuicani In Xochitl dancers representing 
the Native Americans who þrst lived along the Trinity, the 
event recognized the contributions made by many people 
who have shaped Dallas and its river.
